Bermudian life expectancy higher than U.S neighbors  

Life expectancy at birth on average across OECD countries 

reached 80.6 years, but Bermuda has a higher life expectancy 

of 81.1 years, which is higher than U.S. (78.8), Germany (81.0), 

and the U.K. (81.2), but, lower than Canada (82.2), France (82.4) 

and (81.1) Portugal.
